RESULTS OF SIN

Earlier in our lesson, we learned about a girl who did not obey her mother
when she was told to wash the dishes. Now what does the mother do with
such a girl? She must punish her. Why? Because the daughter must learn to
do what she is told to do. If the girl is not punished, then the next time she
is told to do something, she won’t do it. God will also punish those who do
not obey Him. “In flaming fire, inflicting vengeance on [punishing] those
who do not know God and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord
Jesus” (2 Thessalonians 1:8). We do not have to receive this punishment.
God has provided a way for us to be forgiven of our sins. Jesus Christ is the
way to God. Jesus said to him, "I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No
one comes to the Father except through Me" (John 14:6). Since Jesus is the
Way, we must listen to Him. Here is what He says about salvation: “The one
who believes and is baptized will be saved; but the one who does not
believe will be condemned” (Mark 16:16).

CONCLUSION
We must believe in Jesus Christ as the Son of God. We must repent of our
sins. Then we must be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of our sins. If we do this, we will be obeying God. He then will
not punish us forever and ever. Have you obeyed God and done what He
says to do to have the forgiveness of your sins?
